RV Golf Club 
offers an overnight camping spot at over 500 golf 
courses around the country.    It is usually a spot 
in the parking lot, so no canopies or hammocks.  
It is a quiet place with a great view.  It costs $49 
a year to join and nothing additional to camp for 
the night.  It is not just for golfers, they welcome 
anyone as members.  The expectation is that you 
will purchase a meal in the clubhouse or play a 
round of golf. 
 
We pulled into Mountain View Golf Course in 
Santa Paula, California on our recent trip south. 
We ate our dinner in our coach overlooking the 
fairway.  The gates where locked at 8:00 pm.  

We were the only ones on the grounds – talk 
about peace and  quiet.  The next morning we 
had breakfast burritos in the clubhouse. 
 
Why are golf courses participating in this 
program?  Golf courses are having tough times.  
Two courses are failing for every new course that 
is opening.  This is a new venture to bring in new 
customers and generate some additional 
business.  It is a new camping venue that you 
might want to give a try.
